CONTRACT INFORMATION

1.  ASSIGNMENT OF SPACE ‑ Booth will be assigned after 100% of total booth price is received, and is subject to availability​ of space preferred, special needs and compatibility of exhibitors.  SCW, Inc. will attempt to honor all booth placement requests.

2.  SPONSORS ‑ Convention sponsors shall receive first choice of booth placement before any assignments are made.

3.  CONVENTION SERVICES AND RESTRICTIONS – Exhibitor agrees to abide by and comply with the rules and regulations concerning the exposition facility, drayage companies (if applicable), unions, local and federal governments (taxation), and with authorized contractors employed by the exhibit management.  Exhibitor further agrees to comply with any and all product selling and display requirements requested by SCW, Inc. including but not limited to the no sales or display of a product similar to the Body Bar made by Body Bar Inc. Additionally, SCW, Inc. reserves the rights to restrict, limit, or shut down any exhibitor at any time for any reason.

4.  EXHIBITION HOURS ‑ Exhibition hours vary from convention to convention. A show schedule will be mailed or faxed upon receipt of the full booth payment. There will be a minimum of 10 exhibit hours in various increments during the convention.

5.  PAYMENT FOR SPACE AND CANCELLATION ‑ Payment should be made payable to "SCW" and mailed to SCW, Inc. Attn: Exhibit Registration, 3675 Commercial AVE. Northbrook IL 60062  Fax credit card information to: 847-562-4080 Attn: Exhibit Registration.  Payment must accompany each exhibition registration.  When written or faxed notification of cancellation is received 56 days prior to the first day of the convention, all but $100.00 of the exhibitor's payment will be completely refunded.  When written or faxed notification of cancellation is received 28 days prior to the first day of the convention, all but one half of the exhibitor's payment will be refunded.  Should the exhibitor fail to provide written or faxed notification of cancellation within the 28 day time period, SCW, Inc. may keep 100% of the payment for booth space.

6.  SELLING AND USE OF SPACE ‑ All sales of any kind that involve the exchange of monies for goods received during the convention must be conducted within the confines of the booth space.  Solicitations or demonstrations by exhibitors must also be confined within their booth. Aisle space or any other public space shall not be used for exhibit purposes including but not limited to display signs, solicitation or distribution of promotional material.  Exhibits must be constructed so that they do not obstruct the general view of any other exhibitor.  SCW, Inc. shall determine if a view is obstructed at its sole discretion.  All companies making cash sales must comply with local licensing, tax and convention center/hotel regulations.  No exhibitor shall sublet, assign or share any part of the space allocated without the written consent of SCW, Inc.  No person, firm or organization not having contracted with SCW, Inc. for the occupancy of the space in the exhibit hall will be permitted to display or demonstrate its products, processes or services, distribute advertising materials in the halls or corridors, or in any other way occupy or use the facilities for a purpose inconsistent with these regulations.  Operation of music or video devices is allowed only during times specified by SCW, Inc.  Sound/music restrictions will be strictly enforced.

7.  FIRE & SAFETY REGULATIONS ‑ The exhibitor assumes all responsibility for compliance with all local regulations set by the official service contractor, local, state and federal governing bodies concerning fire, safety and health. No combustible materials shall be stored in or around the exhibition area.  Wiring must comply with fire department and rules.

8.  FAILURE TO OCCUPY BOOTH ‑ Failure to occupy booth space one hour prior to the Grand Opening of Expo the first day of convention will constitute forfeiture by the exhibitor and this space may be resold, reassigned, or used by the exhibit manage​ment.  There are no refunds for failure to occupy booths.

9.  EXHIBITOR ACTIVITIES ‑ Exhibitor agrees not to schedule or conduct any outside activities including but not limited to receptions, hospitality suites, symposiums, workshops or semi​nars that are in conflict with the convention whether such activities are held at or away from the convention center or show headquar​ters, except with written approval of SCW, Inc.

10.  LIABILITY ‑ Exhibitor assumes the entire responsibility and hereby agrees to protect, indemnify, defend and save SCW, Inc., its employees and agents harmless against all claims, losses and damages to persons or property, governmental charges or fines and attorney's fees arising out of or caused by exhibitors' installation, operation, removal, maintenance, occupancy or the use of the exhibition premises or part thereof.

11.  STANDARD BOOTH ‑ Contract for use of space provides an 8' x 10' space, a table with drapery, and two chairs.

12.  PREMIUM BOOTH ‑ Contract for use of a space provides an 8' x 20' space, two tables with drapery, and two chairs.

13.  THIS CONTRACT- between SCW, Inc. and Exhibitor is for the use of space as well as the appropriate number of tables (I per standard booth/2 per premium booth).  Any additional booth requirements including but not limited to additional furnishings, telephone, electrical service, and lighting are the responsibility of the individual exhibitor.

14.  SECURITY ‑ The exhibit hall will be secured by SCW, Inc. personnel at the end of each business day and re‑opened 30 minutes before each business day begins.  The furnishing of such service shall not be construed to be any assumption of obligation or duty with respect to the protection of property of the exhibitors, which shall at all times remain in the sole possession and custody of each exhibitor and shall be the sole responsibility of each exhibitor.

15.  CANCELLATION ‑ In case SCW, Inc. shall for any reason determine to cancel or terminate the exposition in total or the individual exhibitor in particular, the exhibitor waives all claims the exhibitor might have against exhibit management for damages or expenses and agrees to accept in complete satisfac​tion and discharge of all claims against exhibit management for a refund of all amounts paid by the exhibitor to SCW, Inc., in accordance with this agreement.
